As teachers, we are always concerned about the education the students receive. 
Sometimes, using the same teaching strategy for a prolonged period of time might make a 
pattern which does not really interest the students, resulting in making the lessons bori ng. 
Here is why teacher training programmes are essential for a robust smart school future in 
India. So, the Central Board of Secondary Education (CBSE) has introduced systematic 
Training Programmes in order to help teachers to create new teaching strategi es which will 
bring back the interest of their students in the classrooms and encourage learning.  
     Today, we can confidently say that in the last academic session, teachers of KHS have not 
only attended the wide range of CBSE Trainings Programmes (each  targeting fifty training 
sessions) but have also shown their potential of being conversant speakers as resource 
person in the In -house Training Sessions conducted by the core team officiating CBSE 
Training Programme in our school. We extend special thanks  to the School Training Nodal 
Coordinator (STNC) of our school Mr. Arbind Chakraborty who gave an outstanding effort to 
guide his colleagues from time to time and also to Mr. Abhro Paul who was always just a call 
away to help teachers whenever they require d any.

This project has been highly gratifying and 
enriching professionally and personally. The project began when a camp school at 10 No. Basti 
in Sidhgora acted as a bridge which would connect the kids to mainstream education.  In the 
first phase 21 boys were identified who would probably make it to the school. After rigorous 
training and assessment for one and half months, ten boys were enrolled into the first batch of

2.  NIOS Wing:  The National Institute of Open Schooling (NIOS) follows a student -

centered method of teaching through open and distance mode. It provides a wide range of 
subjects in comparison to any other formal school. It offers a national board examination at two 
levels: Secondary and Higher Secondary which is equivalent to CBSE/ICSE Board 
Examinations. KHS tied up with NIOS apparently to help students who couldn't cope with 
mainstream education and drop -outs from our and other sch ools. KHS was granted the 
affiliation from NIOS board at the end of session 2019 - 20 and since then more than two 
hundred students have been benefited through this mode of education.
